 Every time our con-
gregation receives the 
Lord’s Supper, there is op-
portunity to remember other 
Christians around the world 
who are also receiving these 
gifts of God. But we make a 
special point of remember-
ing our unity with Christians 
worldwide on World Com-
munion Sunday, the first 
Sunday in October. It is a 
day to be mindful of the 
love of Christ, who draws us 
all together despite our 
many differences. 

 As Presbyterians, we 
recognize that Christ taught 
us to be peacemakers, and 
that being peacemakers is 
part of being Christ’s fol-
lowers. So on World Com-
munion Sunday, we receive 
the bread and cup of heaven, 
and we bring our gifts of 
self, service, and money to 
be put to work for Christ’s 
peace in the world. 

 This year is the thirtieth 
anniversary of the Presbyterian 
Peacemaking Program and the 
Peacemaking Offering. The Of-
fering was set up in a way to en-
courage all levels of the Presby-
terian Church (U.S.A.) to work 
for peace. Each congregation is 
invited to find ways to promote 
peace within the congregation 
and within the community. For 
that reason, our church will re-
tain 25 percent of the Offering 
we receive, and we will decide 
how best to put this money to 
work. Another 25 percent goes 
to our presbytery, and the re-
maining 50 percent goes to the 
General Assembly for peace-
making involvement throughout 
the world. 

 Join us on October 3 as 
our church celebrates World 
Communion Sunday and as we 
commit to being instruments of 
the peace we find in Christ. 
Come ready to give generously 
to the Peacemaking Offering.
